Abstract

The abstract must be between 200 and 250 words and it should point out the purpose of the paper, the methodology and main results of the research.
The abstract must be written in English.
Keywords
4 up to 6 keywords, written in English.

JEL Classification
The paper must provide 2, up to 4 JEL codes, according to the subject of your paper. The codes can be consulted at: https://www.aeaweb.org/jel/guide/jel.php.
1. Introduction

The paper must be written in English.  
The recommended length of the papers is 5.000 – 8.000 words including figures, tables and references, respecting the current typesetting rules.
An author is allowed to publish only one paper in a journal issue 
(yet it is possible to have more articles in a volume).

2. FirstTitle (with Title Case, not UPPERCASE)
The article must explain the research methodology, must contain relevant literature review and explain personal contributions of the author/s.
2.1. Subtitle 

Page settings: 

· Paper size: A4 (297mm x 210mm)

· Margins: top 3.5 cm, bottom 3 cm, left 1.75 cm, right 1.75 cm, header 1.5 cm, footer 2.66 cm. 

· The file format could be: .docx, .doc, .odt, .rtf 

· Recommended font for the content: Arial, size 10, line space: single, left, paragraph space: 12 pt after, 1.5 line spacing. Avoid using text effects and underlined styles. Use bold or italic if you want to emphasize words/ideas.
Graphics can be in color, but clear also in grayscale (in case of printing any edition of the journal). 

One does not use footnotes to quote an author, but the “name of author” and “year of publication” format in the actual text, i.e.: one author (A, 2001), two authors (A & B, 2002). When one uses quotations, tables, figures, one must always mention the page number of the quoted resource (A, 2001: 75).  Avoid using footnotes for references. The only use for footnotes in APA Style is to provide additional content that supplements the text (e.g., to briefly acknowledge a tangential idea that is nevertheless important to the discussion or to note copyright permission for reprinting a lengthy quote). Endnotes are never used in APA Style.

Graphics and tables should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals, and should have an explanatory legend, title and a reference in the preceding text. They will be centered, numbered as they appear. The bibliographic source (when existing) will be centered and placed below the figure, table or graphic, centered, 11pt. The font of the tables will be Arial. Tables will be formatted without shadings. Avoid landscape page orientation for the table or figures.

Equations and formulae should be numbered at the right of the page. Short isolated formulae should usually be left in the text and then arranged so as not to be more than one line high. Assure you that the formulae can be opened/edited in default Microsoft Equation (3.0).

The originality, relevance of theoretical knowledge, quality of results, practicability and paper organization and clarity will be evaluated in a blind review system. The members of the editorial board will make an initial assessment, assigning the reviewer with proper expertise in the field of the paper for a thorough analysis; each paper will be given a code and will be assessed without the authors being indicated.

In the peer review stage, there will be involved at least two reviewers for each paper (according to the following review conditions).

The papers which meet the scientific standards will be included on the waiting list for publication. The papers which have to be adjusted in order to meet the imposed scientific standards will be returned to the authors including specific observations so that they should make the proper changes. The authors will be informed regarding a possible rejection of the paper.
3. Conclusions (11pt, bold, capitals, left)

The submission of a well-prepared typescript which conforms as nearly as possible to the style used by Timisoara Journal of Economics and Business (APA style) will speed the editorial process. Accepted manuscripts will need to conform to the style guidelines that can be downloaded from the website. Please check:

· is the paper in its final form?

· are the sections, tables and figures correctly numbered, with suitable titles, legends and sources?

· has the use of footnotes been minimized?

· are the graphics and mathematics presented clearly?

· are all in-text (paraphrase or quotation) included in the reference list, at the end of the article?

· all the entries from the reference list have at least one in-text reference?

We advise you to have a minimum of 10 references per article, a minimum of 20% from them being recent (past five years) and referring to articles indexed in online databases.
